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Happiness from Giving: Quantitative Investigation
of Thai Buddhists

Abstract According to Buddhist teachings, giving without condition leads to a higher
level of happiness. Even though there are a number of studies examining factors that
determine happiness, none quantitatively examine happiness from the perspective of a
*“aiving” relationship. Using a household dataset from Thailand, where Buddhism is the
main religion, this paper suggests that religious and nonreligious giving leads to a
higher happiness level than not giving at all. Moreover, for nonreligious giving, it is
found that chantable giving in terms of money and goods gives a donor more happiness
than does volunteer work, but that both tvpes of giving enhance one’s happiness.
Religious giving (offering food and dedicating other offerings to Buddhist monks) is
also found to increase happiness, more so for respondents who regularly give for
religious purposes. In particular, regularly giving to monks leads to the highest
happiness level, perhaps since Buddhism permeates Thai society and dedicating
offerings to monks is believed to provide great merit. In addition, when making
offerings to monks, donors usually do it randomly, at a temple, which suggests that
making merit at a temple also leads to higher level of happiness.

Abstract

Due to the rapid changes in technology, competition, and globalization, information has become businesses’
most significant asset. IT has become indispensible for modern businesses because it helps shape and support
competitive strategies. Investment in IT seems to be even more critical for any developing country in order to
enhance its economic development. This paper aims at investigating constraints and determining factors of
IT-related investment in a developing country by using Thailand as a case study. A survey of manufacturing data
shows that the most critical constraint obstructing Thai manufacturers from investing in their IT-related needs
is the lack of IT human resources, which includes lack of knowledgeable and trained IT personnel and lack of
experienced consultants to provide IT-based solution systems. The association between a higher level of IT
skill among production workers and a firms’ investing in IT is found to be positively significant. Thus, providing
training courses in IT-related skills should therefore be considered a necessary option. However, evidence
from surveys shows that IT training courses have received less recognition among those manufacturers, for
both in-house training as well as outside training. Promoting research partnerships and providing incentive for
both R&D and E-commerce promotion are found also to be effective policy options.

Do immigrant workers fill in job wacancies and promote employment dynamics?
Using Thailand's firm-surveyed data, this paper investigates the challenges experience
by firmms emploving immigrant workers and how immigrants help to fll job vacancies.
Descriptive analysis shows that Thai firms do not have much difficulty employving
immigrant workers, who come mostly from neighboring countries. Our regressions
shows that, by analyvzing firm-level characreristics, firms emploving immigrantworkers
tend to be more labor intensive, use computers or ot her technologies less in production,
are recently established, and employ high proportions of low educated workers. Firmms
having job vacancies in either skilled or unskilled positions and losing production days
due to slowwdowwn and stoppage of workers will tend to employ more immigrantworkers
in order to All those wvacancies and smooth out its production. The impacts of job
wvacancies on the demand of immmigrant worlkers was found to be stronger among s
located in non-border areas where immigrants tend to mowve away from bordering
provinces to larger provinces where there are better job opportunities. Labor cost
concems, either wage cost or fringe benefit costs, also force Arms to employ more
migrants in order to maintain their cost competitiveness. By using fim-level panel
dataset, firms employing migrant workers in the past seem to realize the benefits from
emploving more migrants today. The results pose challenges to migration management
policies that aim to harmonize the demand for labor in shore-ternmm vis-a-vis long-term
developrment.

The Urban-Rural Divide in Thailand

This study aims to explain the relationship between socioeconomic factors and physical health and
happiness outcomes of the Thai people. The study specifically investigates the differences between
health and happiness outcomes of people who live in urban and rural areas in Thailand. Unlike results
found in other countries, income is found to not affect the level of happiness of those who live in
either urban or rural areas. Urbanization is found to have no effects on physical health, but it does
have an adverse impact on the level of pleasure among Thai people. However, overall happiness levels
of those who live in urban areas and those who live in rural areas are not statistically different.

This paper uses national income identiry to explain the causal relationships among Thatland's
aggregate volatility, deficient financial structure, financial liberalization, and financial crisis
in this countiry. Relatively good macroeconomic policies and diversified structure were able to
compensate for financial impeirfections and the weak structure of corporate governance in the
financial sector in the period 1970-1900. Under these conditions, real GDFP growrh was
positive, inflation was relatively low. and consumption was relatively less volatile than GDP.
The 1997 crisis. however, severely affected the abilitv of central authorities to smooth
Fluctuation. Investment and consumption volatility increased substantially. This implies that,
when counter-cvclical policies are difficult to implement and incomplete markets exist, it is

much more difficult to stabilize consumption.

L Imntroduction
Over the course of several decades, the Thai
economy was growing at a very satisfactory rate.

Between 1960 and 1995, the average real GDP
growth rate was about 7.7 per cent per annum.
This led to suobstantial improvements in the
welfare of the Thai population. Especially in the
early 1990s, the country’s economic performance
was regarded as an example of the so-called “East
Asian Economic Miracle”™ (World Bank 1993).
Yet, just a few years after this categorization, the
country experienced a severe financial and

economic crisis. Key elements of the 1997 crisis
reflected Thailand’s cumulative balance of
payment problems — particularly its persistently
large current account deficit. As public debt surged
significantly, the country became effectively
insolvent, in that there were not enough useable
foreign reserves left to meet foreign obligations.
Assistance from the International Monetary Fund
(IMF) was therefore needed, and a painful
adjustment process to recover from the crisis had
to be carried out.

Many qualified observers have agreed that the
main cause of the crisis was the country’s
